Safety Information

Installation/Set-up

Install and use the TV set in accordance with the instructions
below in order to avoid any risk of fire, electric shock or damage
and/or injuries.

Apparatus connected to the protective earthing of the building
installation through the mains connection or through other
apparatus with a connection to protective earthing - and to a
television distribution system using coaxial cable, may in some
circumstances create a fire hazard. Connection to a television
distribution system therefore has to be provided through a device
providing electrical isolation below a certain frequency range
(galvanic isolator, see EN 60728-11).

Installation

* The TV set should be installed near an easily accessible AC
power outlet (mains socket).

* Place the TV set on a stable, level surface to prevent it from
falling over and causing personal injury or property damage.

* Install the TV so that the TV's Table-Top Stand does not protrude
out from the TV stand (not supplied). If the Table-Top Stand
protrudes out from the TV stand, it may cause TV set to topple
over, fall down, and cause personal injury or damage to the TV.

* Only qualified service personnel should carry out wall-mount
installations.

* Be sure to use the screws supplied with the Wall-Mount Bracket
when attaching the mounting hooks to the TV set.
The supplied screws are designed as indicated by illustration
when measured from the attaching surface of the mounting
hook.
The diameter and length of the screws differ depending on the
Wall-Mount Bracket model.
Use of screws other than those supplied may result in internal
damage to the TV set or cause it to fall, etc.

* Be sure to store the unused screws and Table-Top Stand in a
safe place until you are ready to attach the Table-Top Stand.
Keep the screws away from small children.

Transporting

* Before transporting the TV set, disconnect all cables.

* Two or three people are needed to transport a large TV set.

* When transporting the TV set by hand, hold it as shown below.
Do not put stress on the LCD panel and the frame around the
screen.

* When lifting or moving the TV set, hold it firmly from the
bottom.

* When transporting the TV set, do not subject it to jolts or
excessive vibration.

* When transporting the TV set for repairs or when moving, pack
it using the original carton and packing material.

Controls and Indicators

1] O (Power) /+/-
When the TV is off,
Press O to power on.
When the TV is on,
Press and hold ) to power off.
Press () repeatedly to change the function,
then press + or - button to:
¢ Adjust the volume.
e Select the channel.
¢ Select the input source of TV.

[2] Sensors/LED indicator

Receives signals from the remote control.
Do not put anything over the sensor.
Doing so may affect its function.

Lights up in amber when the [Sleep
Timer]* or [On Timer]* is set, or the TV is in
Photo Frame Mode*.

Lights up in white when [Power Saving]* is
set to [Picture Off]*.

Lights up in white when the TV is turned
on.

Does not light up when the TV is in
standby mode.

Flashes while the remote control is being
operated.

* For more detailed information, press HOME on the
remote control, then select [Help Guide] under
[Settings] menu.

¢ Make sure that the TV is completely turned off before
unplugging the AC power cord (mains lead).

« To disconnect the TV from the AC power (mains)
completely, pull the plug from the AC power outlet
(mains socket).

¢ Please wait for a while when perform input selection
to change to other input.

Remote Control Parts Description

The remote control shape, location, availability and function of remote control buttons may
vary depending on your region/country/TV model.

Use the tactile dots as references
when operating the TV.

Device Control:

[1] O (TV standby)
Turn on or turn off the TV (standby mode).

In TV mode: Display and select the input
source.

In Text mode: Hold the current page.

SYNC MENU

Press to display the BRAVIA Sync Menu and
then select connected HDMI equipment
from [Device Selection].

Use the [Device Control] to operate
equipment that is compatible with BRAVIA
Sync Control. Select options from [Home

Speakers:

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Installing the TV to the Wall

Use the Wall-Mount Bracket (not supplied) to install the TV to the wall.

Follow the instruction guide provided with the Wall-Mount Bracket for your model. Sufficient

expertise is required in installing this TV, especially to determine the strength of the wall for

withstanding the TV's weight.

¢ The length of the screw for Wall-Mount Bracket differs depending on the Wall-Mount Bracket
thickness. Please see below illustration.

¢ Be sure to store the removed screws in a safe place, keeping them away from children.

o If the Table-Top Stand is attached to the TV, detach the Table-Top Stand beforehand. See the Setup Guide and follow
in reverse order the steps to detach the Table-Top Stand.

* Place the TV with its screen facing down on a level and stable surface covered with a thick and soft cloth when
removing the Table-Top Stand from the TV to prevent damaging the surface of the LCD display.

« If using an electric screwdriver, set the torque at approximately 1.2 N-m {12 kgf-cm}.
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Troubleshooting

When the LED indicator is flashing red, count
how many times it flashes (interval time is
three seconds).

If the LED indicator flashes red, reset the TV by
disconnecting the AC power cord (mains lead)
from the TV for two minutes, then turn on the
TV.

If the problem persists, contact your dealer or
Sony service centre with the number of times
the LED indicator flashes red (interval time is
three seconds). Press ® on the TV to turn it off,
disconnect the AC power cord (mains lead), and
inform your dealer or Sony service centre.

Troubles and Solutions

No picture (screen is dark) and no sound

® Check the antenna (aerial)/cable connection.

® Connect the TV to the AC power outlet (mains
socket), and press () on the TV or the remote
control.

Picture contours are distorted
¢ Change the current setting of [Film Mode]* to
other settings.

The TV turns off automatically (the TV enters
standby mode)

® Check if the [Sleep Timer]* is activated.

¢ Check if the [Duration]* is activated by [On Timer]*
or [Photo Frame Settings]*.

® Check if the [Idle TV Standby]* is activated.

Some input sources cannot be selected
 Select [Video Labels]* and select [Always]* of the
input source.

Some programmes cannot be tuned
® Check the antenna (aerial)/cable connection.

The remote control does not function
* Replace the batteries.

The TV surrounds become warm

* \When the TV is used for an extended period, the
TV surrounds become warm. You may feel hot
when touching there by the hand.
